It’s hard to believe that its been more than a year since we last came to you with a report on 
our progress to help Bay Area families in difficult circumstances nurture their young children.  
 
It’s certainly been a busy year for all of us here at BACF. In August of 2003, we opened our 
second location, in Berkeley, at the intersection of Rose Street and Shattuck Avenue. Over the 
last 12 months we have been offering Alameda County parents and children the same 
comprehensive counseling services we have been providing in San Francisco for nearly ten 
years. We celebrated our joining the Berkeley community with nearly 100 families, friends, staff 
and board members at a spectacular open house fund-raiser in February. Warm thanks again 
to everyone who contributed their time, energy and money to make the evening the great 
success that it was.  
  
In the early Summer, we gained two new and valuable members of the BACF management 
team. Susan Kench, MA, who had originally joined back in October 2003 to help out with 
administration, became Co-Director with Susan Regan, MFT, the founder and former executive 
director. While Susan Regan will continue to manage the intern program and all clinical 
matters, Susan Kench’s role will focus on organizational operations, fundraising and 
community relations. Jessica Hadari, our excellent office manager also joined this summer and 
continues to make the two Susan’s lives increasingly organized and stress-free! 
 
Our team of dedicated, motivated and smart licensed clinicians, supervisors and MFT interns 
continue to provide excellent services to all our clients on both sides of the Bay.  The current 
caseload includes counseling families separated by divorce, illness, death and imprisonment. 
We also conduct court-mandated and recommended parenting classes and provide 
therapeutic supervision and counseling services to children and families involved in the Foster 
Care Reunification program. 
 
Despite the recent severe budget cuts to social welfare programs across the State, we are 
committed to continuing to provide much needed services and support to families and children 
in the Bay Area. Our plans over the next twelve months include expanding our therapeutic 
supervision services in North and Central Alameda County, and developing a Visitation Center 
in the East Bay, where biological parents and their foster children can meet and interact in a 
safe, therapeutic and healthy environment. We will also be offering our counseling services to 
local schools, and building alliances and collaborative relationships with other community-
based organizations dedicated to supporting and improving the health and wellbeing of our 
most valuable commodity – our children. 
 
Over the next six months we will be holding a series of fun-filled fund-raisers, to assist us in 
our mission, so please check out our website for information about upcoming events.
